Born in Cleveland, Ohio, Ruth Friedman went to the excel-
lent Shaker Heights schools. She was a French major at North-
western University and at the Sorbonne. She met her husband
Jim in high school French class. The teacher told her that if she
wanted to teach French, she should marry a man who could
grade her students’ papers. So she married her best student,
Jim Friedman, but he rarely graded the papers.

Ruth’s junior year in Paris most influenced her life. The French
are not warm and fuzzy, so she learned to be strong and inde-
pendent. She learned to ski in the Austrian Alps (not too well)
and learned first-hand about romantic Italian men.

After college, Ruth taught French in Lexington, Massachusetts,
and Shaker Heights. She loves teaching languages, bringing
out the actress and exhibitionist in her. She then took a 13-year
maternity leave to have two children, Laura, now a lawyer with
the Department of Justice in Washington, D.C., and Seth, who
leads Jewish groups to rebuild damaged villages in Central and
South America. Both children studied in France and share Ruth’s
love for languages and foreign travel.

Laura provided her grandchildren Nathaniel and Rachel, and
Seth has Zachary, all her wonderful treasures.

The Friedmans love to travel: Jim loves Scotland, Ireland,
and other golf venues. Ruth takes him to France, Spain, Italy,
and South America. As a leader in the Union for Progressive
Judaism, Jim has taken Ruth to Israel (several times), Russia,
Poland, and South Africa.

In the 1990s, Ruth saw interest in French in schools was on
the decline, so she went back to college and earned a degree
in Spanish, more important in America, and taught Spanish
for grades K-8 for eleven years before retiring. The five- to
seven-year-old students were the best. They enjoyed songs,
games and repeating words, and became quite fluent, unlike
hormone-challenged teens.

Brandeis Revives The Rose Art Museum

The Rose Art Museum at Brandeis University is reemerging with a $1.7 million face-lift

for its 50th anniversary. The building looks great.

World-famous pop artist James Rosenquist’s large-scale piece, “Two 1959 People,”
is part of the Rose’s original trove of 1960s masterworks — and now it’s back on the
. renovated gallery’s freshly painted walls. Rosenquist’s painting hangs alongside pieces
by his contemporaries in a new exhibition called “Art at the Origin.”

The exhibit was curated by Dabney Hailey, the museum’s first director of academic pro-
grams. She was hired in 2010, and says the Rose’s first curator, Sam Hunter, made some
very smart acquisitions from 1961 to 1965. “Every one of them is an iconic work, really. The James Rosenquist, Lichtenstein,
Rauschenberg, James Brooks, Alex Katz...” and Andy Warhol, Hailey said.

This art is there for current Brandeis students, including senior art history major Meryl Feinstein. In the coming weeks, she’ll
be working as a “gallery guide” to get fellow students interested in the on-campus museum.

The Rose’s collection is growing. The museum recently acquired a work by the late video artist Bruce Conner. “Eve-Ray-Forever
(1965/2006)” was originally shown at the Rose in 1965, but that footage was damaged over time. So Conner recreated the
bold piece, and it’s now on view in the Rose’s brand-new video screening room.

Also ahead for the Rose: university president Frederick Lawrence said the school is nearing the end of its exhaustive search
for a new museum director. -3
